If You See an Overdose,
Save a Life.

Look for signs that someone is overdosing
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Dial 911 and call for help in the hallways

Give the person naloxone

plunger

nozzle

Peel naloxone package open.
Remove and hold device.

(Do not press the plunger until
ready to give naloxone.)

Stay safe! Never use alone

Place tip of the nozzle in either
nostril until your fingers touch
the bottom of the person’s nose.

Press plunger firmly
to release dose into
the nose.
